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Parent Involvement

A parent is a child’s first and most important teacher. A parent who participates in center
activities has a better understanding of what his/her child is learning. The following will
explain how you can be part of Early Head Start as a member of a Parent Meeting or Parent
Policy Council, as well as an active participant in trainings and other program activities.

1. Parent Activities

Parents are the most important influence on a child's development. A main ingredient in any
Early Head Start Program is the involvement of parents. Parents can be involved through home
visits, parent trainings and various center activities such as field trips, Family Fun Nights,
Fatherhood Events, and Open Center Times.

2. Socializations

As an Early Head Start parent, you can attend socializations and family fun events. This will
give you the opportunity to see first-hand how your child and other children learn and play
together. You may also pick up some helpful tips on things to do at home with your child.

3. Parent Committee Meetings

Early Head Start parents are involved in the process of making decisions about the operation
of the Program. A parent whose child is currently enrolled in Early Head Start can attend monthly
Parent Meetings at each Resource Center. Parents meet to plan activities, assist in the development
and operation of the Resource Center, and participate in training sessions. Each Center’s parents
elect officers early in the fall. Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary as well as Parent Policy Council,
Health Services, Social Services, and Educational TADPOLE Advisory representatives and
alternates are elected.

4 . Parent Policy Council

Throughout the school year, the Monongalia County Parent Policy Council will meet to plan
the operation of the Program. Regular meetings are held during the school year (September-May).
Parents elected from both the Mountainview and Daybrook Center Parent Meetings attend.

The Council consists of at least 75% parents of currently enrolled Early Head Start
children, in addition to interested citizens from the community. The Parent Policy Council
elects officers early in the fall. Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary, Parliamentarian, are elected.
EHS also selects a representative to the Monongalia County Family Resource Network.

5. Soci al Service Advisory Committee

The Social Service Advisory Committee's philosophy is that all families have the opportunity to
discuss available community services and make recommendations about how the community can
provide adequate and accessible services. This committee advises in the planning, operation and
evaluation of how Early Head Start/Head Start will connect to local community services.

6 . Health Service Advisory Committee

The Health Service Advisory Committee has the philosophy that each and every child must have
a medical and dental home' as a source of continuing and ongoing health care services. A child's
health can be insured by prevention, early detection, and intervention. This committee functions
as a way to advise in the planning, operation, and evaluation of the health related services
provided by the Early Head Start/ Head Start programs to families.

7. Educational Advisory Committee

The Educational Advisory Committee’s philosophy is that young children learn best by doing.
Parents are their children's first teacher. Learning isn't just repeating what someone else says;
it requires active thinking and experimenting to find out how things work and to learn first hand
about the world in which we live. This committee functions as a way to advise in the planning and
evaluation of the curriculums offered by Early Head Start to children and families.

8 School Readiness Committee

Each year Early Head Start reviews the School Readiness Goals to determine if they should
remain the same or set new goals. The goals align with the Head Start Child Development and
Early Learning Framework (HSCDELF) in the five essential domains —Social and Emotional
Development, Language Development and Literacy, Approaches toward Learning,
Cognition and General Knowledge, and Physical Development and Health.

The School Readiness Committee is made up of staff and parents. The committee meets 3 times a
year to review the data and evaluate the goals. Parents are encouraged to participate and be a part
of the goal setting process.

9 TADPOLE Committee

TADPOLE teams are a group of people at the local level who work together to insure smooth
transitions for young children, their families and the agencies serving them. While the
membership varies from one community to another, typical TADPOLE team members include
representatives of families, WV Birth to Three, Early Head Start/Head Start, Public School
System, Child Care and other community partners such as Family Resource Networks (FRNs),
Starting Points, Health Department, Right From the Start, etc. Every county has a team such as
this. Some refer to them as TADPOLE teams. Some refer to them by other names such as Early
Childhood Collaborative, Interagency Council, Early Childhood Committee of the FRN, and so
forth.
Parent participation is helpful in the sense that families can provide personal experiences through
transitions, whether it be children with disabilities or children transitioning from one program to
another.

10Newsl etter Committee

The newsletter committee writes a newsletter every couple months to inform parents about
things that happen in our school, milestones of their child, health information, recipes and more.
This committee meets at the center and has access to a computer to design the newsletter . This
newsletter will be posted on the website and distributed to Early Head Start parents.
